Be prepared to shell out an extra 50 cents the next time you
take a cab. City council votes today on whether to approve
raising the basic fare to $3 from $2.50. The per-kilometre
rate of $1.40 would remain unchanged. 

“Gas prices are the main reason for an increase and it off-
sets the hike in gas prices cab drivers have been paying for
some time now,” said Anthony Rizzuto, vice-president of
Blue Line Taxi company in Hamilton. 

He said the fare increase could mean an extra $10, based on
20 trips a day, for the average taxi driver. 

“The hikes will benefit taxi drivers and owners. I don’t
think it’s inconvenient for customers, as they understand
that this small amount is the result of high fuel costs.”

Councillor Sam Merulla, chair of the city’s licensing com-
mittee, said the proposed increase reflects reality. 

“I strongly support the incremental pricing and I think it’s
justified.” 

The city’s taxi industry advisory committee uses a taxi
cost index as a basis for changing rates. 

It takes account of taxes, licences, rent, insurance, fuel,
repairs and maintenance, cost of the vehicle and drivers’
earnings. 

The committee suggested this increase, which combined
with the 1 per cent GST cut, results in a 5.4 per cent revenue
increase for the industry, based on a five-kilometre trip.

Councillor Terry Whitehead  said an increase is justified,
but the exact amount needs careful consideration.

The city’s poverty rate has to be taken into account and the
working poor may not be able to afford the rise.

Expert doubts arson
in Stoney Creek fire

Emergency crews and investigators spent the weekend
monitoring the still-smouldering debris of a devastating
fire that destroyed a family’s home and restaurant in Stoney
Creek on Friday.

An investigator with the Ontario Fire Marshal’s office said
yesterday that while his investigation is ongoing, the fire did
not appear to be suspicious.

Stewart had to wait until yesterday  to reach the source of
the fire because of dangerous debris that had to be removed. 

Nobody was hurt in the fast-moving fire that totalled the
recently renovated, two-storey home and restaurant.

Core Via station
would draw

most new riders,
study shows

A downtown Via Rail station would generate the most new
riders, revenue and economic spinoffs for Hamilton. 

The location’s virtues are outlined in a draft consultant’s
report evaluating the best place in the city for a new train 
station. 

It confirms the top two picks are either near the old James
Street North station or east Hamilton, likely near the 
former SWARU site on Kenora Avenue.

Members of the city’s Via Rail task force will debate the 
report this week. Chair Bob Bratina expects they will recom-
mend the James Street North location as the top choice —
the downtown councillor’s pick from the start.

“I always believed we had a case and I think the report
shows we do,” he said.

“Now Via can make their own decision.
“Our job as a city is to try to direct them to a location that’s

best for the city.”
A Via executive has publicly said the rail company would

prefer a station in the city’s east end because it’s farther from
the Aldershot station.

A spokesperson last week confirmed Via has received the
consultant’s report and will review it before making any 
decisions. 

There’s no set timeline for that decision.
The report examined four potential locations for the new

station, including Hunter Street, James Street in the north
end of downtown, east Hamilton and Copetown.

It found the downtown location would attract 48,000 new
riders and an estimated $1.8 million in revenue. 

The east end location came second at 36,000 and $1.3 mil-
lion in revenue.

The Hunter Street location would have limited potential
because it only has rail service to Toronto and not Niagara.

The report notes Copetown would generate limited riders
because it’s out of the way. 

The downtown location also has the most potential to
generate economic spinoffs, the report says. 

The east end, on the other hand, is surrounded by indus-
trial land.

A waste facility is planned for the former SWARU site,
meaning the station would have to be built on other vacant
land nearby. 

A previous community report also pegged the downtown
as the prime location. 

But Mayor Larry Di Ianni has warned the city shouldn’t be
too firm about its choice in case it pushes Via away. Ulti-
mately, he argued, the company will decide. 

The consultant’s report notes that in the long-term
Hamilton may have a need for more than one new station,
particularly if commuter rail service is extended to the 
Niagara Region.
