GARNERING POLITICAL
SUPPORT FOR HARBOUR CLEAN-UP

n September 15, 2001 Anne
Redish chair, of the RAP
Forum; John Hall, RAP Co-
ordinator; Port Director Bob Edwards;
and | met with area Members of
Parliament, Members of the
Provincia Parliament and the Cities of
Burlington and Hamilton and Halton
Region. Our purpose for the meeting
was to bring them up to date on the
RAP and solicit their support for
continued advancements.

Anne provided an introduction to RAP
and the work of the RAP Forum while
John gave athorough overview of the
status stressing the original RAP
interim and final objectives. Bob
Edwards emphasized the Port
Authority’s commitment to the RAP
while emphasizing the Port’'s
contribution to Hamilton's economy.
On behalf of BARC | told our guests
that we could see two major activities
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that were essential to moving
Hamilton Harbour toward delisting and
which would need support, including
financial support, from senior levels of
government.

The first project was Randall Reef.
This project needs support for the
process to move to aresolution aswell
as financial help with whichever
solution is adopted.

The second project, which isreally a
suite of projectsidentified by Hamilton
staff to complete the CSO program
and upgrade the sewage treatment
facilities, is very expensive. With a
current estimate of $600,000,000, it
needs a Federal/Provincial
commitment with a guaranteed
duration if Hamilton Harbour isto be
delisted within the 15 yearsidentified
asthe RAP target. Without help from
these two levels of government, city
staff estimate that budget
restrictions will stretch the
completion date to as much as
thirty years.

By and large our messages
were well received and our
guests requested additional
information on spending and
achievements to date as well
as a desire to receive regular
updates. Our morning ended
with trip on the Port Authority
boat to see the site of Randall
Reef and the west harbour. r

This past summer my wife and | ventured by car to
Vancouver and back (our first time west of Sudbury).
We travelled on the M.S. Chi-Cheemaun ferry from
Tobermory to Manitoulin and pent time working our way
past the“ So0” (Sault Ste. Marie) and up the north shore
of Lake Superior. And yes, in Vancouver we spent lots
of time around the Harbour. On our return journey we
travelled the south shore of Lake Superior and crossed

the Mackinaw Strait separating Lake Michigan from
Lake Huron. We saw birds and animals in western
Canadathat aren’t seen here and some common to the
prairies such as black terns and white pelican that only
on very rare occasions visit Cootes Paradise. At one
stop along the shoreline of Lake Superior the entire
beach asfar asthe eye could see was miram grass - the
same grass from the same source reintroduced to
Burlington beach over ten years ago.

Just a few days ago | took a group for a tour of the
Harbour and for thefirst time gppreciated why our guests
from Thailand said what they said. We don't have a
Harbour surrounded by the coastal mountains or part of
atida ocean environment and porpoises don’t frequent
our waters. But we do have American edlsthat spend
part of their life cyclein the Sargasso Sea of the Atlantic
Ocean and swim the St. Lawrence to return to our
Harbour. We have oaks and white pines two to three
hundred years old at LaSalle Park and we have Cootes
Paradise surrounded by the Niagara Escarpment, the
richest botanical region in Canada. Ohyes, we are aso
the busest port on the Great Lakes and theindudtria heart
of Ontario.

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Algae Update

weekly monitoring, an intense bloom of Blue-Green
agae in Hamilton Harbour and wrote about it in the
January 2000 BARC newdletter.

I n August and September 1999 we noticed, in our

These agae tend to be so big or in coloniad masses such
that they are not esten by thetypicd filter feeding animas
in the food chain. In addition, they have another
advantage over other agaein that they can adjust their
buoyancy to remain near the surfacein optimd light levels
Under calm conditions they can form an unsightly scum
that looks like spilled paint. Most concerning isthat they
can also generate liver toxins and neurotoxins in
dangerous concentrations.

2001 Outbreak

The algae appeared again to alesser extent in 2000. In
2001 they reappeared with a vengeance beginning in
early August and have persisted at least to the time of
thiswriting, September 22.

Taxonomic examination of the algae by Dr. Susan Watson
of the National Water Research Institute (NWRI)
showed several species of Blue-Green agae known to
be toxin producers with the main dgaatoxic species of
Microcydtis. Dr. Tom Murphy’slab at NWRI identified
the Microcystin toxin at twice the concentration needed
to kill animalsin one water sample while other samples
from open waters were below drinking water standards.
The wide variation in toxin concentration is caused by
the tendency of the dgae to concentrate at the downwind
end of the harbour and aso by their ability to float and
form a scum. One day the water can appear to have
few agae while the next day a scum may appear.

Thetoxinsare dangerousif ingested in ahigh enough dose
and the scums are the most dangerous because of the
concentration of agal cellsand toxin. Normad, brief skin
contact shouldn’t be a problem but during the bloom
thereis danger to people and animals who would drink
the water.

These dangerous Blue-Green
algae blooms are more evidence
that the nutrient loading to the
Harbour needs to be greatly
reduced and the sooner the better.

Loca hedth officials decided to post public access areas
with thisinformation.

The Harbour was visibly green during August of 2001.
In addition to the unsightly and toxic blue-greens, other,
filamentous, algae plagued aloca industry by clogging
filter screens. The amount of algae that developsis
related to the concentration of nutrientsin the water. The
nutrient level in the Harbour corresponds closdly to the
loadings from the main sewage trestment plants. Wewill
know in afew monthsif nutrient concentrations were
unusudly high this summer. In the past, however, nutrient
concentrations have routinely been sufficient to produce
an obnoxious bloom. Thisisaserious problem. These
dangerous Blue-Green dgae blooms are more evidence
that the nutrient loading to the Harbour needs to be
greatly reduced and the sooner the better. Hamilton is
currently upgrading the Woodward Avenue Sewage
Treatment Plant. (J

Asgreat as our Harbour is, it isafragile environment.
This summer of little rain, hot weather and low water
levels stressed Harbour water quality. By mid-summer
Cootes Paradise was constantly covered in filamentous
algae and blue-green agae blooms suddenly appeared
in the open waters of the Harbour. Both of these dgae
result from an over abundance of nutrients.

WWTP Upgrades

One sgnificant controllable source of nutrient loading is
from our wastewater system. This summer, each of the
four wastewater treatment plants that empty into the
Harbour were undergoing some form of upgrade. The
Skyway WWTP, presently meeting RAP initial water
quality targets was being enlarged and upgraded.
Similarly, the Woodward WWTP was being enlarged and
upgraded aong with the King Street (Dundas) WWTP.
The Main Street (Waterdown) WWTP was undergoing
aseries of tests as part of optimizing its effluent quality.
(For more details see my April 2001 From the RAP
Office article).

.. with the various upgrades
presently underway to our
WWTPs, we are hopeful that
RAP interim water quality targets
established for 2003 will be met.

One bright spot noted by Royal Botanical Gardens was
the improved water quality in the Westdale Cut resulting
from upgrades to the sewer system made the previous
summer. Preliminary results from the operation of new
carifiersingdled in the Woodward WWTP indicated thet
we should expect improved water qudity from the plant
once the upgrades are completed. In fact, with the
various upgrades presently underway to our WWTPs,
we are hopeful that RAP interim water quality targets

established for 2003 will bemet. Thissummer did show
us, however, just how critical these upgrades are if we
are to have a Harbour we can be proud of.

Documenting RAP
Implementation Actions

Our other Bay Area Implementation Team, BAIT,
partners were busy reviewing their participation in RAP
programs and projects. Kristin O’ Connor, RAP
Researcher/Report Writer, has completed the firgt edition
of areport documenting “Implementation Actions’.
While the RAP Forum has worked with its Task Groups
to update the recommendations, task and timelines
contained within the Stage 2 Report, BAIT has prepared
with Kristin aworking document that details what the
individual BAIT partners are doing to fulfil the RAP
Recommendations. As part of this report, a “gap”
analysis was completed to determine if any RAP
recommendations are not being addressed. It ishoped
that this exercise will result in our BAIT partners
identifying opportunities to work more closealy together
and to create more opportunities to integrate RAP
programs and projects into their municipal and agency
workplans.

Reporting Spills

An issue raised at the RAP Forum and discussed by
BAIT partners is the reporting of “spills’. More
information on the location, type of spill and responses
etc. has been requested. The Ontario Ministry of
Environment (MOE), the principal source of this
information, isworking with the RAP Office to develop
areport that can be prepared on an annual basis. In
addition, copies of two studies carried out in the Greater
Toronto Area have been obtained by the RAP Officeto

assist in determining any analysis of spillsthat can be
undertaken to assst the agencies and public in reporting
and responding to spills.

Theissueof “spills’ quite rightly invokes passion among
the public and it isimportant that those most passionately
concerned meet with the MOE and other BAIT partners
to resolvethisissue. The MOE and municipalities need
the eyes and ears of the community to report spills and
secure cleanups and convictions. The community needs
to have confidence in government actions. The RAP
Office, in conjunction with BARC, will bring together the
partiesinvolved as afirst step in addressing thisissue.

Randall Reef ... Still Waiting

Asmany of the RAP community know only too well, yet
another year has past without work starting on the clean
up of toxic material at Randall Reef. Environment
Canada s Project Manager, John Shaw, is pulling together
aProject Advisory Group with representatives from the
public, technical experts and government agencies. This
group will work together to define aremediation project
acceptable to the public and which passes the test of
Environmental Assessment. At the sametime, BARC
and others will work with our politica leadersto secure
funding to carry out remediation. Other RAP locations
have successfully remediated contaminated Sites and we,

in Hamilton Harbour, must work together to accomplish
the same here.

Windermere Basin

Findly, I will finish this update with encouraging work that
istaking place with respect to Windermere Basin. Two
city projects are progressing concurrently. Thefirstisa
project to dredge the basin of contaminated sediment
that has built up since the basin wasfirst created in the
late 1980s. The dredging project will restore the ability
of the basin to act asatrap for contaminated sediment,
thereby preventing alarge amount of this material from
entering the Harbour. 1tislikely that smilar dredging will
have to occur periodicaly in the future until conditions
within the Red Hill Creek areimproved to a point where
the basin isno longer burdened in thisway.

The second project isalong sought after initiative of the
Hamilton Naturaists Club to see the lands surrounding
Windermere Basin naturalized. The City has created a
steering committee for the project and likely will host a
cherette as part of the site master plan devel opment
process. Watch for meetings and presentations on both
these projects over the course of thisfal and winter.
